CELEBRATION OF MARRIAGE

Marriage requires spiritual preparation. Please call the Rectory Office to
arrange for an appointment with a priest at least six ( 6 ) months prior to the
date of your wedding. Arrangements with the Church should be made before
setting the date with the caterer. All couples who are getting married must
participate in an approved diocesan or parish Pre-Cana Program before
marrying.

We welcome all non-Catholics who are interested in
becoming Catholic, as well as those Catholics who have not received the
Sacraments of Eucharist (First Communion) or Confirmation.
