THE LITURGY OF THE WORD 

I n the Gospel we hear  Jesus calm the raging sea as his disciples cling 
to the storm-tossed boat. Often we 
think we can only experience God in 
the quiet and peaceful moments of 
our lives. Today we discover the     
presence of Christ even in the midst 
of the storm. The disciples were              
terrified that they would die, but                
Jesus suggests that their faith should 
have reassured them. As we                      
celebrate Fatherõs Day let us recall a 
time when our father came to our 
rescue, protecting or supporting us, 
making everything all right. We honor 
our dads, grandfathers, godfathers, 
uncles and all who have acted as fa-
thers in our lives. May their protec-
tion and constancy be a model of 
Godõs care for us.  

Godõs ability to still the waves of a storm in the 
first reading, reassures Job of Godõs awesome pow-
er. When  Jesus calms the violent squall his            
disciples canõt believe the power they just                 
witnessed. This reminds us to have faith no matter 
how terrible the storm. Let us pray for our faith to 
be strengthened that we may constantly find                
assurance in the Lord.
